Around 20 people took part
in the inaugural United Salt
River Firefighters 9/11 Memori-
al Stair Climb four years ago at
Talking Stick Resort in the Salt
River Pima-Maricopa Indian
Community.

Since then, the support for

the annual memorial event for
the September 11, 2001 terror-
ist attacks in New York City,
Washington, D.C. and Pennsyl-
vania has substantially grown.
On Sunday, September §,
about 500 participants took
part in the fourth annual stair
climb, now held at Salt River
Fields at Talking Stick. With
the temperature already in the

90s, stair climbers lined up
along the baseball diamond
before the roughly 8 a.m. start.
Participants went up and down
the many rows of steps at Salt
River Fields, paying tribute to
the fallen New York firefighters,
police officers and emergency
medical responders by climbing
the equivalent of the 110 stories
of the World Trade Center.

Before the start, SRPMIC
President Martin Harvier shared
a welcome and an opening
prayer. Guest speakers included
Salt River Fire Department
Chief Daryl Dash and Salt
River Police Department Chief
Karl Auerbach.

“We are the only fire depart-
ment in the state that has a
memorial like this,” Dash said.

Salt River Schools Partner with HHS
for In School Counseling Services

“Providing Support to Fami-
lies and Students.” Salt River
Schools (SRS) has a new partner-
ship with the tribal government’s
Health and Human Services
(HHS) in which the Behavioral
Health Services (BHS) division
will provide the schools with
three licensed behavioral health
specialists working in offices
inside the schools.

Salt River Elementary, Salt
River High School and the Ac-
celerated Learning Academy will
all get direct counseling services
on-site for both students and
families. Services began with this
new school year.

The idea was brought up at
the director’s meetings as a need
for departments to collaborate.
From that meeting, SRPMIC
Assistant Community Manager
Lena Jackson reached out to Act-
ing Superintendent Dr. Cynthia
Clary about setting up a meeting
with SRS, HHS and other tribal
departments.

“We then met with HHS and
... created a plan for support

in the schools,” said Victoria
Corlett, director of student
support services for Salt River
Schools. “Then throughout the
month of July, HHS Assistant
Director John Godfrey and I met
with Behavioral Health Services
Manager Erin Wilkinson and put
together specifics for support in
the schools.”

Corlett continued that the goal
for SRS is to close the gap be-
tween schools, families and BHS
and to make the services more
readily accessible to families. All
staff, students and families have
been excited to learn about the
services now available inside the
schools.

“We had several parents that
didn’t know where to go to get
their children support,” said
Corlett. “They were excited to
learn that the services would be
available at the school.”

Around 18 and 20 families
are currently seeking services at
the sites. SRS receives referrals
daily. “We have a referral system
in place, and there are also walk-
in appointments at the sites as
well,” said Corlett.

“Four years ago, 20 were walk-

ing up towers at Talking Stick
Resort. [Now], look around
you—it’s amazing how many
participants we have. Thank
you for your participation and
welcome to Salt River.”
Participants included SRFD
firefighters/EMS, SRPD
representatives and others with
connections to the Community.
Other participants included
area firefighters and public-
safety supporters. A few dozen
participants climbed in full

firefighter gear.

“Although this anniversary
is one of tragedy, it is also
an anniversary of triumph,”
Auerbach said. “The terror-
ists hoped to bring the people
of the United States to their
knees; instead they brought
us to our feet. The attacks
strengthened our love for our
country and resulted in an
unprecedented display of pa-
triotism that continues today. It
is important that we show our
respect for the victims of that

terrible day; however, it is of
equal importance that we hon-
or and celebrate the countless
acts of courage, compassion,
loyalty and responsibility that
have been demonstrated by our
police officers, firefighters,
EMS workers, our community
and our citizens.”

Climber registration was
$30, and the event was initially
capped at 343 climbers to com-
memorate the 343 firefighters
who died at the World Trade
Center. Family, children and

friends participated for free.
The registration fee included a
commemorative T-shirt.

The event funds the pro-
grams provided by the Na-
tional Fallen Firefighters
Foundation to support the
families of local fallen fire-
fighters.

Harvier said it was impor-
tant to remember those who
lost their lives as a result of the
attacks on 9/11. He thanked
the participants and parents for
bringing their children to be

“Opportunities like this, to
be able to remember and to
also help others at the same
time, it’s surely an opportu-
nity to say the phrase, ‘Never
forget,”” he said.

And then there were five.

Recently, Salt River Elemen-
tary School teacher Lynette Stant
was named a top-five finalist for
Arizona Teacher of the Year. Stant
is a third-grade teacher and has
more than a dozen years of teach-
ing experience.

The five finalists are known as
“Ambassadors for Excellence,”
and one will be named the 2020
Arizona Educational Foundation
Teacher of the Year at a planned
luncheon on October 24. Ten final-
ists were announced earlier this
year before the five educators were
selected to move on to the final
round.

If Stant wins, she’ll be the first
Salt River teacher to do so and
potentially the first Native Ameri-
can teacher in the organization’s
history. Stant is a member of the
National Indian Education As-
sociation and can be found via her
Instagram page at @stantlyn2.

The Arizona Teacher of the Year
receives $15,000, is the state’s can-
didate for National Teacher of the
Year, and wins program member-

ships and a variety of other prizes.
The four runners-up each receive
$5,000. Last

year, a teacher
at Maryvale
High School in
Phoenix won
Arizona’s top
award.

The four other Arizona finalists
are Ben Collinsworth (Flowing
Wells Unified School District,
Tucson), Nate Rios (Flowing Wells
Unified School District, Tucson),
Sheila Rowe (Glendale Elementary
School District) and Taryn Tidwell
(Mesa Public Schools).

Announces Delegate to U.S.

Congress

Cherokee Nation citizen Kim
Teehee could make history.

In late August, the Cherokee Na-
tion took an initial step to enact the
tribe’s treaty right to send a delegate
to the U.S. Congress, according to a
news release.

Teehee, the vice president of gov-
ernment relations for the Cherokee
Nation and former advisor to Presi-
dent Barack Obama, was nominated
by Principal Chief Chuck Hoskin Jr.
as part of his “First 100 Days in Of-
fice” agenda. The Cherokee Nation
delegate is mentioned in the Treaty
of Hopewell and Treaty of New
Echota, and the tribe is working with
Oklahoma’s delegation to the U.S.
House of Representatives to move
this appointment forward, according
to the news release.

Salt River Schools Partner with HHS for In School Counseling Services

“The counselors are not part of the schools,
they’re a partner to the schools,” said Constance
McFarlin, one of three Salt River Behavior
Health counselors. “We are trauma-informed
counselors and trained universally, so we work
with both youth and adults of pretty much all
age groups.”

When students have experienced some kind
of issues or trauma at home, it can affect their
ability to learn at school. This negative impact
can start a downward domino effect if it is not
addressed right away. By providing these sup-
ports to students and families, it helps children
be in a better place academically.

“We want to be proactive with students deal-
ing with grief and loss so they can get through
school as well as whatever the trauma may be,”
said McFarlin. “I am meeting with the students
when it wouldn’t affect their learning time, and
I also meet with the teachers as well to make
sure nothing in the class is being affected.” Not
everything that is discussed between students,
families and the counselors is shared with the
schools.

The school counselors touch on different
issues for different age groups; for example,
elementary students may have group sessions
on bullying and getting along. The high school
has its own academic counselors who stay on
top of students’ academic progress. A school
behavioral interventionist works with teachers
and students in both schools.

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National Suicide Prevention and Awareness Month

eptember is National Suicide
S Prevention and Awareness Month,

and many organizations, health
advocates, Salt River Pima-Maricopa
Indian Community members, survivors
and their families around the country
are spreading the word about suicide
awareness.

The SRPMIC Department of Health
and Human Services’ Prevention and
Intervention Services hosted an Applied
Suicide Intervention Skills Training
(ASIST) for those who would feel
comfortable, confident and competent
intervening with someone in order to
prevent suicide. The workshop went
over two days with topics such as recog-
nizing signs, how to support someone,
skills practices and group interaction
activities.

What Is Suicide?

Suicide is when people direct vio-
lence at themselves with the intent to
end their lives, and they die as a result

of their actions.

A suicide attempt is when someone
harms himself with the intent to end his
life but does not die as a result of their
actions. Many people survive suicide at-
tempts, although some result in serious
injuries.

There is no single cause of suicide.
Several factors can increase a per-
son’s risk of attempting or committing
suicide. However, having these factors
does not always mean that suicide will
occur.

Risk factors for suicide include:

* Previous suicide attempt

» History of depression or other mental

health issues

Alcohol or drug abuse

Family history of suicide or violence

Physical illness including pain

Feeling alone

Stressful life events, like rejection,

divorce, financial crisis or other life

transitions or loss

» Exposure to another person’s suicide,
or to graphic or sensationalized ac-
counts of suicide

An upcoming Glow Walk is planned
in the Community for not only suicide
awareness, but also domestic violence
awareness. According to the American
Foundation for Suicide Prevention, on
average, one person dies by suicide
every seven hours in Arizona, which is
five times the number of people who die
from alcohol-related causes or motor
vehicle accidents.

What Can We Do?

Learn the warning signs. Talk to the
person supportively if he or she men-
tions killing themselves, feeling hope-
less, having no reason to live, being
a burden to others, feeling trapped or
experiencing unbearable pain.

Watch for specific behaviors, like an
increased use of alcohol or drugs; look-
ing for a way to end their lives, such as
searching online for methods; with-
drawing from activities; isolating from
family and friends; sleeping too much
or too little; visiting or calling people to
say goodbye; giving away prized pos-
sessions; and aggression or fatigue.

Connect the person to a resource
such as an ASIST-trained caregiver, a
SafeTALK alert helper or the SRPMIC
Crisis Network Line (see sidebar).

According to the U.S. Department
of Justice, the murder rate for Native
American women is 10 times higher
than the national average. More than
80% of Alaskan and Indigenous women
and girls are victims of assault at some
point in their lives, and many end up
murdered or missing.

On August 13, Arizona Gov. Doug
Ducey signed House Bill 2570, which
would establish a 21-member study
committee on this issue. This commit-
tee members will consist of Arizona’s
Native American tribes, law enforce-
ment, victim advocates and family
members of missing and murdered
women and girls. The bill was intro-
duced by Rep. Jennifer Jermaine and
passed unanimously in the state legis-
lature.

Tribal leaders and advocates from
across Arizona gathered as Ducey
signed the bill, including Salt River
Pima-Maricopa Indian Community
Council member Deanna Scabby.

The committee will gather to learn
why so many Indigenous women and
girls are assaulted, murdered or miss-

ing, and to find ways to stop it from
happening to others. The committee
hopes to have plans and solutions
within the next year.

“Today, we are taking action by
shedding light on this issue and finally
giving it the attention, it deserves,” ex-
plained Gov. Ducey during the signing.

“The crisis of missing and murdered
Indigenous women and girls is a heart-
wrenching reality that tribal communi-
ties have been experiencing for far too
long,” said Ducey. “So many families
have been subjected to the grief and
pain of losing a loved one who was
killed or sadly vanished. Today, Arizona
says ‘no more’.”

Gov. Ducey also thanked families
and advocates who are leading this fight
for answers, action and justice. He also
thanked lawmakers around the state,
including Sen. Victoria Steele and Rep.
Jermaine.

“In some tribal communities, Ameri-
can Indian women face murder rates 10
times the national rate, yet, there is little
to no data to show what exactly is hap-
pening,” Steele said. “We can’t allow
our Native sisters to just disappear at
this rate and not draw attention to it.”

at Helping Hands Thrift Store

Because August 17 was National
Thrift Shop Day, it’s a good time to let
people know about the Helping Hands
Thrift Store. The store has been part of
the Salt River Pima-Maricopa Indian
Community since January 30, 1989. It
began as a small thrift shop providing
SRPMIC members and non-members
with secondhand clothing and house-
hold items. The store was originally
located in a portable trailer where the
Two Waters Building B is now located;
now it is located behind the Community
Building near the Salt River Pool.

The Helping Hands Thrift Store
has been a success thanks to the help
of those who continue to donate great
items for customers over the years.

“We get donations every day. It’s to
the point where every other day we need
to empty out our donation bins,” said
thrift store clerk Anissa Bejarano.

The store sells clothing for babies,
children, men and women, along with
housewares, furniture, shoes, watches,
jewelry, sunglasses and other miscella-

neous items. The store also provides
sale days, such as “Dollar a Bag,” “50
Percent Off” and “Free Day.”

“We always keep everyone in mind.
We also started doing sale days on
Tuesdays, when the food bank has their
bread day,” said Bejarano. “We have
sales on payday Fridays, and the work-
ing women find nice stuff also. On Per
Cap sale days, we get really crowded
and we make some good sales on those
days.”

Three donations bins are located east
of the store. Sometimes people will
leave bigger items at the front gate,
explained Cheryl Enos, store manager.
The store asks that all items for dona-
tion be cleaned/washed so the staff can
get them out on the sale racks faster.

Staff members sort and separate the
donated items. What they don’t use gets
donated to surrounding communities or
is taken to Goodwill.

“I would like to say thank you to the
Community and public who donate and
shop here, keeping us in business,” said
Enos.

When you donate items, the store
will give you a tax form to record your

donation value.
Helping Hands also
provides layaway
and referrals. The

layaway policy is no money down,
items can be on hold for two weeks
(unless staff is notified), no layaway on
sale days, all layaway stays in the store,
one layaway item at a time and must
take everything out. Referrals are when
SRPMIC Social Services or another
government department is assisting
families who have, for example, had a
house fire. For referrals the customer
must have a department referral slip that
specifies the items needed. For example,
it might say “two tops, two bottoms,
two socks, two underwear, and one pair
of shoes.” One person may use up to

three referrals each year.

“In the future we would like to have
a newer and larger building, because
there is a lot of stuff that gets donated
and sometimes gets put in storage,” said
Enos. “I would like to have a new loca-
tion along McDowell Road because we
get a lot of customers from outside the
Community as well.”

The Helping Hands Thrift Store is
currently closed through October 8 so
staff can update the inventory for the
fall and winter seasons.

On Saturday, July
6, SRPD officers were
dispatched to a residence
within the Community
where a Community mem-
ber was unresponsive and
not breathing as the result
of a drug overdose. SRPD
Public Safety Dispatcher
Supervisor Luisa Ika took
the initial 911 call, but
the caller disconnected
before an address and the
nature of the call could be
determined. She utilized
specialized technology in
the 911 system to locate
the area where the tele-
phone call originated, and
simultaneously Public
Safety Dispatcher Su-
pervisor Briana DiCarlo
dispatched SRPD officers
to the vicinity. When
Ika was able to recon-
nect with the caller, she
obtained the address and
details about the patient.
She immediately entered
a Salt River Fire Depart-
ment EMS call for service
as DiCarlo coordinated
the police and fire units
dispatched to the scene.
This all occurred within
30 seconds of learning this
critical patient informa-
tion. Ika remained on
the phone with the caller
while police and fire units
were enroute, providing
continuous pre-arrival
medical instructions to
the caller and encouraging
the family all the while to
perform CPR.

SRPD Off. Anthony
Walkup arrived on the
scene within four minutes

after being dispatched.

He found the Community
member lying on the floor,
not breathing and with no
pulse. Off. Walkup imme-
diately provided continu-
ous CPR and emergency
medical care. Off. Obed
Rodriguez then arrived
and administrated one ap-
plication of Narcan to the
victim. Off. Julio Aguirre
arrived and also admin-
istrated one application

of Narcan to the victim,
relaying vital medical
information and caring
for the family. Walkup
and Rodriguez continued
CPR. When SRFD profes-
sionals arrived on scene
about one minute later,
officers Walkup, Rodri-
guez and Aguirre had
been able to successfully
establish a good heartbeat
and the victim began to
breathe on her own. SRFD
professionals then trans-
ported the victim to a local
hospital, where shortly
thereafter she made a

full recovery.

Chief Auerbach said,
“Mrs. Ika and Mrs.
DiCarlo followed their
dispatcher training and ex-
perience to calmly provide
CPR and pre-arrival medi-
cal directions over the
telephone. Off. Anthony
Walkup immediately per-
formed CPR, and officers
Obed Rodriguez and Julio
Aguirre deployed Narcan.
Their teamwork resulted
in saving this Commu-
nity member’s life! Our
Community and the SRPD
are so very fortunate to
have such dedicated and
proficient public safety
professionals serving and
protecting the Community.
We are very proud of them
all and so glad they are on
the SRPD Team!”
